One of the precepts of being a Catholic is to
attend Sunday Mass (or the vigil Mass for
Sunday) every week and on all Holy Days of
Obligation. This weekly commitment gives us
the opportunity to celebrate the Resurrection
of Our Lord which is why Sundays are known
as the Lord’s day.

Mass at Holy Name Church:

Saturday 12.30pm
Sunday 8.30am and 10.30am
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Pentecost (Year C)
Gospel: John 14:15-16, 23-26

This Sunday is the day of the Holy Spirit. It is
called the Feast of Pentecost.

Pentecost means 50 in Greek as the Holy
Spirit came to the disciples 50 days after
Easter.

The gospel reading is part of the last conversations Jesus has with his disciples
before he dies and so he is preparing them to live without his leadership.

Jesus tells them that if they love him, they will do as he has asked them.
What has Jesus asked the disciples to do?

He has asked them to love one another as he has loved them. And he says that if
they do this, then God will send the Holy Spirit to be with them forever. The Holy
Spirit will teach the disciples everything they need to know once Jesus has left and
will remind them of Jesus' words while he was with them.

Jesus also says that if we love him, his Father will love us and make his home in
us. What do you think this means?

How can you make a home ready for God? (e.g. in your hearts, lives or to prepare
your own home...)

How would you make God feel welcome?

How will you show your love for God in the coming week?
How will you make a welcoming home for God and for others in the coming week?

Prayer:

All powerful and ever-loving God,

give us your Spirit,
